Scholarship Eligibility Requirements

e Submit a 250-word essay and describe your future goals, leadership, community service, and
what it means to be a University Center student.
e Provide two letters of recommendations.
e Submit a Financial-FAFSA EFC (Expected Family Contribution) statement.
e Reside or work in Lake County
e Include the most recent college transcripts

To apply, please do as follows:

2. Fully complete the application, attach required documents, and scan as a PDF.
3. Send transcripts.
4. Proof of admission to the University Center member university of your choice.

5. Submit ONLY two letters of recommendations provided by people not related to the applicant
on letterhead and with an original signature. Letters not to exceed 1 page.

6. Submit a 250-word essay, typed and double spaced and describe yourself, why you are
returning to school, your future goals, leadership, community service, and what it means to be
a University Center student.
